1st Summative Assessment Guideline

Students will write a short text based on the conversation with their peers about their new Bangla textbook and
their choice of Bangla poetry. In doing so -

Firstly, in practice session 1, students will select and write down some questions they will ask their friends to know
(the focus will be on their likings) what they think about their new Bangla textbook. Also, students must select and
write down some questions to explore their friends’ choice of Bangla poetry.

Instruction for the teachers:

Instruct each student to select and write down some questions (5-10) that s/he wants to ask his or her friends.
During this activity, students must ask some questions relating to their peers’ choice of Bangla poetry.

Guide them to select and write some relevant questions. For example, students can ask their peers about the
illustrations, interesting tasks and activities, interesting stories, poetry, and drama of Bangla textbook. For the
choice of Bangla poetry, students can ask which poem they like, what it is about, why s/he likes it, how many
stanzas there are in that poem, and how the rhyming patterns of this poem are.

Ask students to write the questions, individually, that they will ask their peers. Help them to finalise the set of
questions. Refer students to Experience/Unit 4 Ask and Answer to write interrogative questions and the use of
guestion marks.

Tell students to submit a copy of the set of questions they have prepared to assess Pl 6.2.2- (Students use
different linguistic features according to the context in producing texts).

Keep these copies as evidence for assessment.

Then, in practice sessions 2 and 3, students in pairs will talk to their friends following the selected
questions about the new Bangla book and their choice of Bangla poetry.

Tell students to work in pairs and at the end, students will do a peer assessment.

Instruct each pair to make a conversation using the set of questions they have prepared to know their friend’s
thoughts about the new Bangla book. Also, tell them to ask questions to know his/her friend’s choice of
Bangla poetry. Each pair will listen to each other’s answers and take notes, especially the questions about
the features of a poem. Later, students will submit copies of the questions and answers of their friends.
Use these copies to assess P1 6.4.1 (Students analyse the features of the literary text).

Keep the questions and their peers’ answers. When the Students will prepare a text on the last session, check
whether these questions and answers match the text. Remember, as the questions and answers will vary from
student to student, their text will also be different. It will help students avoid copying!

Instructstudents to use appropriate greetings, addressing and closing remarks while they will practise
asking and answering the questions in pairs. Also, tell each pair to practice the conversation as much as
possible.

Distribute/share/write (on the board) the checklist and tell each student to assess Pl- 6.1.1 Students
interact using words and appropriate expressions according to the specific situation each other.

Collect the checklists and use these copies duringthe assessment.

Keep these copies as evidence for assessment.

Finally, every pair will act it out in front of the class and the teacher will assess PI- 6.1.1 (Students
interact using words and appropriate expressions according to the specific situation)using the same
checklist. The teacher can consider both assessments or use any of the twos.
